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TITLE: Extension of State Approval for Brigham Young University-

The Hawaii Teacher Standards Board approves an extension to the Brigham 
Young University – Hawaiʻi (BYU-H) unit and program approval for their Traditional 
Undergraduate and Post-baccalaureate programs from Fall 2014 to December 31, 
2015. 
 
Rationale: BYU-H submitted their application to the Teacher Education 
Accreditation Council (TEAC) in September 2013. They experienced difficulty 
being accepted as a member of TEAC because it was discovered that TEAC had 
mistakenly classified BYU-Hawaii as a part of the Brigham Young University 
campus in Provo. Once this mistake was rectified, BYU-Hawaii was accepted as a 
member of TEAC. Prior to this, they were unable to submit an accreditation plan 
or to submit their inquiry brief proposal.  This seven month delay impacted their 
ability to move forward in the accreditation process. They currently have a site visit 
date for February 24-26, 2015.
